ROLES & RESPONSIBILITIES- EC.03.01.01


Standard EC.03.01.01

Staff and licensed independent practitioners are familiar with their roles and responsibilities relative to the environment of care. 

Rationale for EC.03.01.01

People are the key to successfully managing risks in the physical environment. Plans and procedures are of no value if those who work in the organization do not know how to follow them. Everyone who works in the organization is responsible for safety, and it is important for them to know how to identify and minimize risks, what actions to take when an incident occurs, and how to report it.

Elements of Performance for EC.03.01.01
EC.03.01.01EP1 - Staff responsible for the maintenance, inspection, testing, and use of medical equipment, utility systems and equipment, fire safety systems and equipment, and safe handling of hazardous materials and waste are competent and receive continuing education and training.

EC.03.01.01EP2-Staff and licensed independent practitioners can describe or demonstrate actions to take in the event of an environment of care incident.
