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POLICY

It is the policy of <<Facility Name>> to conduct periodic evaluation of potential fire hazards that could be encountered during surgical procedures.
PROCEDURE

1. The <<Surgery Department, Anesthesia Department>>, has specific written fire prevention and response procedures which include safety precautions related to the use of flammable germicides or antiseptics. If needed, the <<EOC Committee>> will collaborate and assist with review of these procedures.
2. When flammable germicides or antiseptics are used during: Electrosurgery; Cautery; Lasers; <<Other>>. The following are required:
· Non-flammable packaging

· Unit-dose applicators

3. <<Purchasing, Materials Management>> is aware of this requirement and in conjunction with <<Surgery Department, Anesthesia Department>> assures that appropriate materials are purchased.
4. Pre-operative “time-out” before the beginning of any surgical procedure (utilizing flammable germicides or antiseptics) to verify the following:
· The application site is dry prior to draping and use of surgical equipment

· Pooling of solution has not occurred or has been corrected

· Removal of solution-soaked material prior to draping and the use of surgical devices
