Washer/ Rinser Procedure:

1. Wash (3-5 minutes minimum)

2. Start at face, wash from head down using large amounts of water.

3. Instruct patient to wash whole body paying attention to hair, ears, folds in skin, and nails.

4. During decontamination it is important to ask the patient to keep eyes and mouth closed

5. Wash bottom of foot, step into next area without putting foot in “dirty water: Repeat with other foot.

6. Rinse (2-3 minutes minimum)

7. Repeat steps 2-5
8. Hand off patient to dryer/dresser
