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POLICY
<<Facility Name>> will make every effort to minimize disruption and not jeopardize patient care related to the repairs or maintenance that could affect patient care, treatment, and service. 

PURPOSE
When repairs or maintenance activities are planned or during an emergency, the <<Engineering Department>> will assess the impact of the work on <<Facility Name>> activities.  These impacts will be evaluated according to the following risk criteria that can affect care, treatment and services of patients:
· Air quality requirements
· Infection control
· Utility requirements
· Noise
· Vibration

· Odor
· Other Hazards
The assessment will evaluate the potential impact for the following:

· Air quality in the areas of the activities including dust, moisture, temperature, and humidity
· Infection control requirements, including protection of patients and minimizing the spread in potentially infectious organisms. 
· Noise and vibration associated with construction operations and the potential for impact on the ability to provide patient care or perform normal business functions. 

· Disruption of utility services and communication systems requirements. 
· Odor caused by chemicals or usage of equipment
· Other hazards that could impact on patient treatment, care, & services.

PROCEDURE

The risk assessment criteria will be used to develop plans to minimize the impact of repairs or maintenance on patient care and business operations of <<Facility Name>>. The risk assessment process will be repeated as often as necessary to assure effective management of the issues listed throughout the project. 
The Repair and Maintenance Risk Assessment (RMRA) process involves the following:
1. Assess the potential impact of construction activity on patient services, patient care, or treatment using the Comprehensive RMRA Tool (UT-EC.02.05.05EP1 b). 
This criterion includes:
· Air quality requirements

· Infection control

· Utility requirements

· Noise

· Vibration

· Odor
· Other Hazards
2. If a risk has been determined, conduct the appropriate specific risk assessment tool for air quality, infection control, noise and vibration, utility requirements, odor and other hazards. (UT-EC.02.05.05 EP1 b-f and MC-EC.02.06.05EP2 a2-b2) 
3. Implement any control measure(s) determined appropriate from the assessment tool prior to construction activities.  
4. Summarize the assessment process and use the result in planning future repair and maintenance activities.
5. Documentation will be maintained in the <<Engineering Department>>.
