2. Chapter 6 is applicable in health care facilities (as specified in Chapter 4 [NFPA 99-2012])

3. The focus of this chapter includes:

· Category 1 Piped Gas and Vacuum Systems
· Category 2 Piped Gas and Vacuum Systems

· Category 3 Piped Gas and Vacuum Systems
Chapter 11
1. Chapter 11 of NFPA 99-2012 edition relates to “Gas Equipment” Heating Ventilation, and often references back to other applicable NFPA codes including, but not limited to Standard for Installation of Sprinkler Systems NFPA 13-2010, Compressed Gas Association (CGA), and American National Standards Institute (ANSI).
2. Chapter 11 is applicable to the use, at normal atmospheric pressure, of all of the following: Nonflammable medical gases (11.1.1 (1)), vapors and aerosols (11.1.1 (2)) and equipment required for the administration of   11.1.1 (1). It does not apply to special atmospheres, such as those encountered in hyperbaric chambers.
3. The focus of this chapter includes:

· Cylinder and Container Storage
· Cylinder and Container Storage Requirements
