SECURITY & SAFETY- EM.12.02.07EP1-2

The Emergency Operations Plan (EP-EM.12.01.01EP1-9 an Emergency Operations Plan 2022) is referenced, throughout the Tab Builder and Table of Contents, as the recommended document for each standard. The recommendation is to print out the approved Emergency Operations Plan and place in front of the Tabs and use as a reference, rather than copy each applicable page and place behind each tab. There are several other references to Appendix, ERP’s, Forms and HICS. In the first standard they will appear behind their tabbed section, thereafter, it will appear as a “Reference”. In this instance, it is not necessary to reprint that information, just reference to the tab indicated. 

Note: These individual policies are developed to guide in more direct information or details that may not otherwise be provided in the Emergency Operations Plan. These are provided as templates for more information that may not be in the EOP. The intent is not to develop an EOP and every policy that the EM standards direct.
Standard EM.12.02.07
The hospital has a plan for safety and security measures to take during an emergency or disaster incident.

Rationale:  EM12.02.07

Emergencies and disasters often create new and rapidly changing safety and security concerns.  An emergency response plan should include the possible need for heightening security measures; tracking of and accounting for patients, staff, and families; and minimizing exposures to hazards.  Safety and security measures include partnering with community security agencies (for example, police, sheriff, National Guard) and coordinating security activities that may be outside the span of control of the hospital security team.
Elements of Performance for EM.12.02.07
EM.12.02.07EP1-The hospital has a plan for safety and security measures.  The plan describes the roles that community security agencies (for example, police, sheriff, National Guard) will have in the event of an emergency and how the hospital will coordinate security activities with these agencies.
EM.12.02.07EP2- The hospital’s plan for safety and security measures includes a system to track the location of its on-duty staff and patients when sheltered in place, relocated, or evacuated.  If on-duty staff and patients are relocated during an emergency, the hospital documents the specific name and location of the receiving facility or evacuation location.  Note: Examples of systems used for tracking purposes include the use of established technology or tracking systems or taking head counts at defined intervals.
