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PURPOSE

The purpose of this policy is to define responsibilities for conducting hazard vulnerability analysis (HVA) completing hazard vulnerability analysis and following up on identified needed actions related to the hazard vulnerability analysis, reporting to the departments concerned and the Environment of Care® (EOC) Committee.

POLICY

2. The hazard vulnerability analysis is documented on <<the attached Hazard Vulnerability Tool>>.
3. The organization works with its community partners to prioritize the emergencies identified in its HVA.
4. At least every two years or whenever vulnerabilities change, the organization communicates its needs and changes to the community organizations.
