3. In the patient’s bag, place the “Personal Property Receipt/Evidence Tag” from the identification triage tag into the small bag and seal. This bag remains with the patient.
4. In the patient’s clothing bag, place the pink “Evidence Tag” from the same identification triage tag in the large clothing bag.  Secure the top of the bag.

5. Place secured clothing bags in assigned barrels
Note: Additional identification numbers at the bottom of the Triage Tag may be used if needed.
