Cut between each Role, print a two-sided and laminate card. Punch hole for the rubber band to be placed on Role’s wrist for quick access. 

TRIAGE

1. Assess patients as they arrive for:

2. Those patients with Life-threatening conditions associated with Airway, Breathing, Circulation, or Disability should be triaged RED.

3.
Patients demonstrating evidence of compensated shock with potential airway, breathing, or circulation compromise should be triaged YELLOW.

4.
Patients with NO evidence of exposure with stable airways, breathing, and circulation should be triaged GREEN.

5. Those patients in full arrest should be triaged BLACK to expectant care or the morgue.

** DO NOT WITHHOLD care in life-threatening situations to perform radiation decontamination.


ID / Stripper / Bagger Procedure:
1. Distribute English / Spanish instruction cards to patients

2. Place a neck identification Triage Tag on patient

3. In the patient’s personal bag, place the “Personal Property Receipt/Evidence Tag” from the identification triage tag into the small bag and seal. This bag remains with the patient.
4. In the patient’s clothing bag, place the pink “Evidence Tag” from the same identification triage tag in the large clothing bag.  Secure the top of the bag.

5. Place secured clothing bags in assigned barrels


Washer/ Rinser Procedure:

1. Wash (3-5 minutes minimum)

2. Start at the face, and wash from the head down using large amounts of water.

3. Instruct patient to wash whole body paying attention to hair, ears, folds in skin, and nails.

4. During decontamination it is important to ask the patient to keep their eyes and mouth closed

5. Wash the bottom of the foot, and step into the next area without putting a foot in “dirty water: Repeat with the other foot.

6. Rinse (2-3 minutes minimum)

7. Repeat steps 2-5.

8. Handoff patient to dryer/dresser. 


Dryer / Dresser Procedure:

1. Through the opening in the decon area/tent, hand the patient the following or assist the patient if requested:

· One towel

· Gown

· Booties

2. Instruct the patient to dry and dress.  Be prepared to assist if necessary.

3. Instruct or escort the patient to the transporter.
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
